Design Awards Dinner 
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Criteria

Categories

Eligibility

Recognizing Design Excellence in Architecture, Interior Architecture, Housing, 
Renovation/Restoration, and Urban Design/Planning.

Each entry submission in the AIA Houston 2006 Design Awards Program is judged by the success with which 

the project has met its individual requirements. Entries are judged individually, and not in competition 

with others. Criteria include quality of design, resolution of the program or idea, sustainable responsibility, 

and innovation, thoughtfulness, and technique.  

Eligible entries include:

Projects located in the Houston metropolitan area which are designed by architects and designers 
practicing in the United States.
 and
Projects, regardless of location, designed by architects and designers located in the Houston metropolitan 
area. If a firm has multiple offices, only projects executed by the Houston office are eligible.

Projects must have been completed after January 1, 2001, and prior to January 1, 2006, except for special 
requirements for Urban Design/Planning (see below). Projects under construction are not eligible for submission.  
Where construction is phased, only completed phases are eligible. Where one firm is not the sole author, 
name all participants in the design work on the Identification Sheet, Page 4 of Entry Identification.

AIA Houston reserves the right to disqualify entries or projects not submitted in accordance with the rules.  
This includes entries with the author’s name showing and entries that cannot be projected on the described 
equipment. AIA Houston is not responsible for errors in submissions.

Entries may be submitted for recognition in the following five categories. Special requirements are described 
where applicable. A special notation for sustainable design, LEED, or other demonstrable environmental 
response will be considered in judging and will be acknowledged for awarded projects in any category.

Architecture

Interior Architecture

Housing

This category recognizes projects involving single-family residences and small, multi-family projects up 
to 20 dwelling units.  Larger scale apartment or condominium projects must be submitted under Architecture.

Renovation/Restoration

This category recognizes projects involving existing structures. This includes both pure restoration and also 
rehabilitation to existing buildings. Entrants should use discretion in determining whether a specific 
project constitutes renovation or new architecture.

Urban Design/Planning

Urban Design/Planning projects must have an active client. Submittals may include urban design projects, 
planning programs, civic improvements, environmental programs, and redevelopment projects. Portions 
of the project must be under implementation; however, the whole project need not to be completed.  
Narratives shall state implementation schedule.
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Exhibition & Publication

Notification

An entry fee of $150 is required for the first submittal by AIA Houston member firms.

An entry fee of $100 is required for each additional submittal by AIA Houston member firms.

An entry fee of $295 is required for each submittal by non-AIA Houston firms.

Submittal of one project in more than one category requires a separate submittal package 
and entry fee for each category. 

Entry fees are nonrefundable.  

Each submittal must be accompanied by cash, check, or money order to: AIA Houston.

Winning firms are required to furnish one 30-inch wide by 42-inch long vertical format board per winning 
project for public exhibition. Boards are to be two-dimensional only and mounted on 1⁄2 inch gator board. 
Images of architectural models may be included on the board. Actual models are not acceptable.  

AIA Houston accepts no liability for damage to any board. Do not include irreplaceable elements 
on a board. List complete design team and consultants on presentation boards.  

AIA Houston Chapter reserves the right to use submitted images for exhibition and publication purposes.

Notifications to winners will be mailed on March 17, 2006.  

Winners and their clients will be celebrated at a Design Awards Dinner on Thursday, April 6, 2006.  

Details for this event will be announced in early 2006.

Entry Fees

Jury The jury will take place at the Architecture Center of New York during the week of March 6, 2006.  

The jury members will be announced in January, 2006.

All Submissions and Entry Fees are due in the offices of AIA Houston, 3000 Richmond Avenue, Suite 500, 
Houston, Texas 77098 no later than 5:00 pm, Friday, February 17, 2006.

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Entries may be submitted in portfolio, PowerPoint CD (same format as for Professional Work), or book format 
not to exceed 11 x 17.  Slides will not be accepted. Judging is based on project content and quality 
of presentation. Brief and clear project descriptions (including program requirements, exploration goals, 
and design solutions) are important for the judging process. On The Boards submissions will be juried by the 
same Criteria as described on page one - Professional Work.

Page 1 - Entry Form:
 Print and complete the Entry Form from the AIA Houston website - www.aiahoutx.org.

Page 2 – Identification Sheet
 Entry Identification must include name of the project and the name and address of the 
 professional or student designer. Submit the Entry Identification sheet in a blank envelope marked 
 with the category entered: Professional or Student.

Submit the 2 entry pages (and the CD if applicable) in a blank 9 x 12 envelope clearly marked with the 
category entered: Professional or Student. If submitting more than one entry, submit complete package 
in a separate 9 x 12 envelope for each submission. Submission Format for Professional Work will apply 
to submittals that include PowerPoint presentations.

Professional Submissions: Projects currently on the boards or completion scheduled after submission deadline. 
Competition entries are eligible.

Student Submissions: Assigned studio projects from Prairie View A&M University, Rice University, Texas A&M 
University, and the University of Houston.

Submission Requirements

Categories
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Recognizing Excellence in unrealized or uncompleted Work and for explorations in Architecture,
Urban Design, and Objects.

Entry Identification

Entry Fees An entry fee of $  40 is required for each submittal by AIA Houston firms.
An entry fee of $100 is required for each submittal by non-AIA Houston firms.
An entry fee of $  30 is required for each submittal by AIA Intern and AIA Associate members.
An entry fee of $  10 is required for each submittal by student entrants.

Entry Fees are nonrefundable.  
Each submittal must be accompanied by cash, check or money order to: AIA Houston.
